Studio is open to general public for drop in. $15 provides 1.5
hours of time in the studio, supplies included, instruction is minimal.

private parties the studio offers private parties for groups of up to 15, with a minimum of 10 persons. Great
for birthdays, christmas parties or corporate events. Cost is $15 per person. $10 for children.
